GUIDELINES FOR PREPARING PAPERS - JASTARNIA 2020
Original works will be accepted for the conference, not published earlier anywhere, compliant with the conference subject and prepared according to the guidelines “below”. The text will be printed traditionally in conference materials and made accessible in electronic form.
The text of the paper, including formulae, tables, drawings or photographs should be prepared in A4 format by computer (MS Word editor, *.doc or *.docx file) with a 10-point Times New Roman font with a single line spacing. Margins: top -2.5 cm, bottom - 7.8 cm, left and right - 4 cm each. Pages should fill an area of 13 x 19 cm dimensions (Note! New format - better adapted for printing materials on paper).
Drawings can be prepared by any technique. Photographs will be printed as black and white exclusively. Drawings and photographs should be placed in proper parts of the text. Text cannot contain page numbers. Application of colour illustrations with the intention of printing in materials will be treated exceptionally (printing costs). 
The paper size cannot exceed 8 pages (text with drawings, references, abstracts). An even number of pages is recommended. The Organising Committee may grant consent for the paper to be broader.
On the first page an additional 5 cm top margin should be maintained for the conference logo. 
The TITLE OF THE PAPER should be written in bold with a 10-point font with single spacing, centred.
The abstract should be written with a 10-point height font with single line spacing, with no paragraph indent, with left and right justification - 10 lines maximum.
Titles of chapters and subsections should be written with no indent with a 10-point font in bold, possibly numbering them with consecutive Arabic numerals.
Titles of chapters and subsections should be written with left and right justification, each text fragment should be started with a 1.25 cm indent. 
Mathematical formulae should be written with an equation editor, centred in lines and numbered with consecutive Arabic numerals in parentheses with right justification. Symbols of variables in formulae and in the text should be written in italics, vectors and matrices in normal bold. 
Figures, graphs and photographs should be treated equivalently, marking them with the abbreviation Fig. and the consecutive number. Apply abbreviations in the text, e.g. Fig. 1.
Tables should be marked with Arabic numerals, the word Table with the consecutive number should be left justified, while in the text abbreviations should be applied, e.g. Tabl. 1. Titles should be given explaining table contents. 
Tables and figures should be inserted as far as possible in these parts of the text, in which descriptions or references are given. Physical units and others on graphs and in table headings should be given in square brackets [ ].
References. The paper should end with a list of references and source materials used for preparing the paper, cited in the text, compiled in a continuous Arabic numeration. References in the text should be given in square brackets as the item number in the list.
The file with the paper should be sent to the Organising Committee on a CD or by the Internet to the address PKEOpK@sep.com.pl. Papers will be refereed. A positive opinion of the referees will be the basis for publishing in conference materials. 
Template of the first page and text styles on the consecutive page:
Preparation of the paper is recommended with a text editor, preferentially MS Word, with single line spacing and a 10-point Times New Romans CE font. A4 page format margins: top 2.5 cm, bottom 7.8 cm, right and left 4.0 cm. 
On the first (title) page leave an additional top margin equal to 5 cm for the conference graphical logo. On the title page insert the paper title (10 point characters in capital and bold) in Polish and in English, names of author/s, name of company, keywords and a short abstract in Polish and English. Start the paper text on the second page. Write subsection titles in bold with no indent, while descriptions of graphs and tables with italics. 
Drawings and tables should be placed inside the text.

Streszczenie
A short paper abstract, discussion of main points, results and conclusions: 
The paper can be written in Polish.. The paper written in Polish at the beginning on the title page should have an abstract in Polish not exceeding 10 lines (approximately 300 words) and an analogous abstract in English. The paper written in English also should start with an abstract written in both languages. The volume of both abstracts should be analogous as in the case of the paper written in Polish.
Summary
Abstract in English - translation of the abstract text in Polish.
The title and abstract in English placed in conference materials will allow the organisers to apply for introducing bibliographic notes in corrosion abstracts. If the whole article is in English, the title page should be analogous to the paper in Polish, i.e. it should contain titles, abstracts and keywords in both languages.
The text on consecutive pages should be written in the “Main text” style.
